EVENT INFORMATION
The Gwa'sala-'Nakwaxda'xw Nation ("GNN") is providing temporary tent camping accommodations on the GNN School Soccer Field for attendees of the Big House Opening celebrations.
The camping area will be divided into designated camping grids. Campers will be assigned a specific grid location and must remain within their assigned area.
Camping facilities are temporary and may have limited services and amenities.
Campers MUST be vacated from the field by Thursday June 18 at 12:00 pm due to school activities on Friday.

CAMPING AREA RULES
The Registrant agrees to:
• Camp only within their assigned grid
• Keep all tents, belongings, and equipment within their assigned grid boundaries
• Respect neighboring campers, community members, volunteers, and event participants
• Keep their camping area clean and free of litter
• Dispose of garbage in designated receptacles
• Follow all directions from GNN staff, event organizers, safety personnel, security personnel, and emergency responders
Failure to comply may result in removal from the campground without refund or compensation.

TENT LIMITS
A maximum of two (2) tents is permitted within each assigned camping grid.
Additional tents or structures require prior approval from GNN.

VEHICLE RESTRICTIONS
No vehicles are permitted on the soccer field at any time.
All vehicles must be parked in designated parking areas only.
Campers may load and unload equipment only as directed by GNN staff.
Unauthorized vehicles may be removed or towed at the owner’s expense.

FIRE PROHIBITION
The School Soccer Field Campground is a fire-free site.
Open fires and all open flames are strictly prohibited.
The following are not permitted:
• Campfires
• Fire pits
• Burn barrels
• Charcoal barbecues
• Fireworks
• Sky lanterns
• Any open-flame devices
Approved propane cooking equipment may only be used if expressly authorized by GNN and must be operated safely in accordance with manufacturer instructions.
Any violation may result in immediate removal from the campground.

QUIET HOURS
Quiet hours are in effect from 10:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m.
During quiet hours, campers shall refrain from:
• Loud music
• Excessive noise
• Disruptive gatherings
• Any activity that disturbs other campers

CHILD SUPERVISION
Parents and guardians are responsible for supervising children under the age of 16 at all times.
Children shall not be left unattended on the campground, school grounds, roadways, shoreline areas, or event grounds.

PETS
Pets are permitted only if:
• Kept under control at all times
• Leashed when outside a tent
• Waste is cleaned up immediately
• They do not disturb other campers
Owners are responsible for any injury or damage caused by their pets.

PROTECTION OF SCHOOL PROPERTY
Campers shall not:
• Damage turf, fencing, goalposts, irrigation systems, buildings, or playgrounds
• Dig holes or trenches
• Remove vegetation
• Install permanent structures
• Use stakes or equipment that may damage underground utilities or irrigation systems
Any damage may be charged to the Registrant.

ALCOHOL, DRUGS, AND CONDUCT
The School Soccer Field Campground is an alcohol-free campground.
The possession, consumption, distribution, or sale of alcohol anywhere on the campground is strictly prohibited.
Campers are expected to conduct themselves respectfully, safely, and in a culturally appropriate manner.
The following are prohibited:
• Possession, consumption, distribution, or sale of alcohol
• Harassment, threats, intimidation, or violence
• Disorderly or disruptive conduct
• Damage to campground, school, or event property
• Illegal drug possession or use
• Any behaviour that creates a safety risk to others
GNN reserves the right to remove any individual or group from the campground without refund or compensation.

TSUNAMI HAZARD AND EMERGENCY EVACUATION
The Registrant acknowledges that portions of the community are located within a Tsunami Hazard Zone and that evacuation orders may be issued in response to earthquakes, tsunami warnings, severe weather, or other emergencies.
The Registrant agrees to:
• Familiarize themselves with evacuation routes and assembly areas
• Follow all directions from emergency personnel, GNN staff, security personnel, and event organizers
• Immediately evacuate when directed
• Prioritize personal safety over personal belongings
• Ensure all members of their party evacuate safely when required

ASSUMPTION OF RISK
The Registrant acknowledges that camping and participation in outdoor events involve inherent risks including, but not limited to:
• Uneven terrain

• Emergency situations and evacuations
The Registrant voluntarily assumes all risks associated with camping and participation in event activities.

RELEASE OF LIABILITY
In consideration of being permitted to use the temporary camping area, the Registrant, on behalf of themselves and all members of their party, releases and forever discharges the Gwa'sala-'Nakwaxda'xw Nation, Chief and Council, employees, volunteers, contractors, event organizers, agents, and representatives from any claims arising from:
• Personal injury
• Illness
• Death
• Property damage or loss
• Theft
• Camping activities
• Emergency evacuations
• Participation in event activities
except where liability cannot legally be waived under applicable law.


INDEMNIFICATION
The Registrant agrees to indemnify and hold harmless GNN and its representatives from any claims arising from:
• The actions or omissions of the Registrant or their party
• Damage caused by guests, pets, or equipment
• Any breach of this Agreement

MANAGEMENT RIGHTS
GNN reserves the right to:
• Refuse entry or camping access
• Reassign grid locations when necessary
• Amend campground rules as operational needs require
• Remove occupants whose conduct is unsafe, disruptive, unlawful, disrespectful, or contrary to the purpose of the event
• Remove occupants for alcohol possession or consumption
• Remove occupants for lighting or attempting to use prohibited fires or open flames
Removal may occur without refund or compensation.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT AND AGREEMENT
I acknowledge that:
• I have read and understood this Agreement
• I agree to comply with all campground rules and directions from GNN staff and event organizers
• I understand and voluntarily assume the risks associated with camping and participation in event activities
• I accept responsibility for all members of my party
• I accept responsibility for any damages caused by myself or my party
• I understand this is an alcohol-free and fire-free campground
